Cross Stories: Every Person Has a Story

What makes a story worth sharing?

Each person has a story worth sharing—some of us shout our stories from the rooftops for all to hear, others keep our stories hidden. Some of us only share our stories with those who know us best. 

The purpose of this mini-project is to discover some of the stories around us. Based on the Humans of New York blog we are looking at in class, you will create three blog posts that capture the stories of those around you.

Requirements for each blog post:

· One post must be about a person in our class (and will be completed in class), one must be about a person in the Wilbur Cross community who is not in our class, and one must be about a person who is in your community outside of school (family, neighbors, friends etc.).

· You must interview each person. Ask a minimum of 5 questions and write down their answers. Here are some questions you can ask:
· What was the best moment of your life? 

· What was the worst moment of your life?

· Tell me about your job. 

· Tell me about someone who has influenced you and why.

· What do you want to do in the future?

· What is a subject you feel strongly or passionately about? Why?

· Explain how you like to dress…why?

· Each final product blog post must contain a photo of the person interviewed and a quote from the interview. The quote does not have to be long—3-5 sentences is fine.

To submit your post:

· In the subject line, write your name and which post you are submitting (Class, Cross or Community).

· In the body of the e-mail, write the name of the person you interviewed and the quote.

· Attach the photo to the e-mail.

Be prepared to present your work—we will be sharing our posts in class and discussing what these posts show us about the value of stories.
